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New USA Dance I nc. Bylaws were approved January 1, 2010

The National USA Dance Bylaws have been changed and a copy of Articles X1l X1V
applicable to Chaptersis available on our web at
http://www.usadancekitsap.org/ChapterPolicies.htm.

Articles X1l XIV will serve as our Chapter s Bylaws and will be supplemented by Chapter
Policies that will further define the conduct of our Chapter. The following policies have been
approved by the Chapter’s Board and may be changed with approvd of the Chapter s Board so
long as they are in compliance with USA Dance Inc. standards.

Chapter Policies [03022010]

Smoking and Alcohol:
USA Dance Kitsap, Chapter 1025 events will be smoke and alcohol free.

The USA Dance insurance policy does not include coverage for defense or losses due to
bodily injury or property damage arising out of selling or giving of any alcoholic
beverages. Therefore, the sale or consuming of alcoholic beverages at chapter events will
not be allowed.

If an individual seeking admission or already admitted appears to be intoxicated, under
the influence of drugs or otherwise abnormal in appearance or conduct, the situation
should be reported to one of the Chapter officers for appropriate action. If deemed
appropriate, the Chapter officer may refund any admission already paid by such
individuals and ask them to leave the premises. Problems of this nature should also be
reported to the Chapter Board for such further action as may be appropriate.

Risk of Injury:
Dance isaphysical activity and like all physical activities carries some degree of risk for
injury. USA Dance cannot be held liable for injuries sustained by persons attending the
event, on the dance floor or anywhere on event venue premises. It is hereby stated that
persons attending the event do so at their own risk.

Loss or Theft
USA Dance is not responsible for loss or theft of article left in changing rooms,
ballrooms, parking lot or other event facilities.

Standards of Behavior:
Persons not conforming to acceptable standards of behavior may, at the sole discretion of
the chapter or event organizer, be asked to leave the event venue premises.

These types of conduct could be considered justifiable reason for expulsion from a dance,
or from any other type of sanctioned event -engaging in conduct that could result in
injury to oneself and/or other attendees (but only after admonishment brings no
improvement in conduct); inebriation to the extent that insult and/or injury could result
to oneself and/or to other attendees; sexual harassment, wherein an attendee reports an
incident to a chapter officer, and after careful scrutiny it appears that the complaint may
be justified.



Be Aware of Our BYLAWS

ELECTIONS

Chapter Elections will be held in November. The following two subparagraphs of the National

Bylaws, ARTICLE XII -CHAPTERS requires for the election of Board Members and Officers.
The Chapter is also required to report to National the Chapter s Officers for the following year

before the end of December.

F. CHAPTER ELECTIONS:

1. Board members shall be elected by the voting members of the chapter and USA Dance
every two years.

2. Requests for nominations shall be sent to each voting member by mail, electronically or
by a posting on the chapter s website at least one month in advance of the chapter
election.

3. Ballots shall be sent to all voting members, clearly indicating the return address and
deadline for receipt of completed ballots.

4. Inthe event an election is conducted at a general meeting, notice of the election shall be
sent to all voting members by mail, electronically or by a posting on the chapter s website
at least one week in advance of the general meeting at which the election isto occur.

5. The nominees with the largest number of votes shall be assigned Board positions
sequentially.

6. Inthe event that atie vote occurs between the last nominees to be assigned board
positions, then the board members who received alarger number of votes shall decide
which shall be elected to the remaining board positions at the first board meeting
following the general election.

7. Theboard shall hold a general election within two months following the receipt of a
petition signed by at least twenty voting members in good standing.\

G. CHAPTER OFFICERS: The officers of the chapter shall be the President, Vice President,
Secretary and Treasurer, who shall be current board members. They shall be elected by the
board of directors from among the members of the board 1) at the first meeting of the board
following a general election, 2) when an officer position is vacated for any reason, or 3)
when one half of the total number of current board members call for an election at a board
meeting. In the event that more than two candidates receive votes for an officer position, a
runoff election will be held for the two nominees who receive the largest number of votes.



2010 National Chapter Conference

Lee Malmborg s Comments

The second National Chapter Conference was held March 11-14 at the Tropicana Hampton Inn,
in Las Vegas. Six of our Board Members attended.

The conference consisted of ten seminars, in 2 sections of 5, between 9:00AM and 5:15PM.
Most of us attended all the sessions. Two attended a series of mixer/line dance lessons in the
afternoons. These lessons were provided to show an optional form of mixersto provide a greater
opportunity for unaccompanied dancers at the chapter level. A social dance was held each
evening Thursday Saturday.

With the National Office encouragement our Chapter paid for the seminar itself and our
members attending paid for their travel and hotel.

We obtained a better understanding of how USA Dance Inc. operates and the need for dedicated
volunteers. The National Officers are all volunteers. There are only two fulltime employees and
one part time employee. The need to recognize volunteers at the Chapter level is very important
and as a chapter | think we may be been lacking in that area.

One of the real benefits of attending this event was the opportunity to meet other Chapter officers
and hear about their problems and successes. These discussions convinced me that our Chapter is
doing much better than | thought. We haven t had the conflicts that some have and we are doing
all of the administrative items required. We gained alot of insight into how other Chapters are
reaching out to the community to support the USA Dance mission. Our mission isto promote
the quality and the quantity of ballroom dancing in the United States

Three seminars dealt in part with communication using social networks, Public Relations,
Website Building and Facebook. Sheila Spiro has volunteered to start a Chapter Facebook and

| m serving as the Chapter s web master. Both of these wi Il require additional time on our part
and we could use some help. The use of good quality photographs that tell a story was stressed
for both sites. One key issue stressed is that these sites must reflect a National Corporate image
using the USA Dance Logo and stressing the organization s mission. Thiswill help maintain our
Tax Exempt status.

Y our Board will work diligently to implement lessons learned. Y ou will be kept informed of our
efforts and where you can help.

All of us attending the conference felt that the National Staff did an excellent job in organizing
and presenting the seminar program.

The third National Conference will be held next March in New Orleans.
