the suggestion box located on the info table at every dance.  Those who remain active on the 
Board are interested in serving a broader dance public and making the most of every event 
they facilitate. Your opinion can help but your participation will matter! 
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Chapter Officers     How they are elected and what they do.! 
In preparation for Chapter Elections in October, the following information from the Chapter 
Bylaws concerning the selection and duties of officers is provided for the membership. 

Chapter Officers 
The chapter shall be managed by a board of directors of not less than seven (7) and not 
more  than nine (9) Voting Members consisting of at least a President, VP, Secretary and 
Treasurer and three (3) to five (5) Directors-At-Large.  

The Chapter’s Officers shall be elected by the Chapter’s Board of Directors for terms not 
to exceed two years and until their successors are elected. Chapter board members may 
resign at any time but such resignations shall not become effective until presented to and 
accepted by the Chapter Board of Directors. 

A Chapter Treasurer’s responsibilities shall not end until the funds and financial records 
of the Chapter are delivered to the new Treasurer.  

Board vacancies that occur between elections may be filled for the remainder of that term 
by majority vote of the remaining members of the board.   

The Board of Directors shall elect the Chapter’s officers.  

Officers and Responsibilities 

CHAPTER OFFICERS:  The officers of the chapter shall be the President, Vice 
President, Secretary and Treasurer, who shall be current board members. They shall be 
elected by the board of directors from among the members of the board 1) at the first 
meeting of the board following a general election, 2) when an officer position is vacated 
for any reason, or 3) when one half of the total number of current board members call for 
an election at a board meeting. 

CHAPTER PRESIDENT: The chapter president shall preside at all chapter board 
meetings, see that orders and resolutions of the board are carried out, serve as an ex-
officio member of all chapter committees and have other authorities and responsibilities as 
assigned by the board.  

CHAPTER VICE PRESIDENT : The chapter vice president shall act in the place and 
stead of the president in the president’s absence or incapacity, succeed the president in the 
event of a vacancy in the office of the president until a new president is elected, and have 
other authorities and responsibilities as designated by the board.  

CHAPTER SECRETARY : The chapter secretary shall keep the minutes of all board 
meetings, record all votes at meetings and actions taken between meetings, distribute the 
minutes to board members at the next regular meeting, correspond with other individuals 
and organizations on behalf of the chapter and have other authorities and responsibilities 
as designated by the board.  

CHAPTER TREASURER: The chapter treasurer shall be responsible for collecting and 
depositing all chapter monies, sign all chapter checks, drafts and notes, maintain complete 
and accurate financial records, present financial statements at board meetings, perform 
any financial reporting requirements of National USA Dance and have other authorities 
and responsibilities as designated by the board.  
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 USA Dance Requires Local Chapters to Operate Under Standard Bylaws

Chapters guided by one set of bylaws nationally, Article XII-A 
 

Creates change to local management of chapters: 
Provides uniformity to governance practices of chapters as required by IRS for         
corporations 
Differentiates between local policy and national rules 
Ensures consistent adherence to 501(c)3 nonprofit practices by chapters 
51% adult membership required for chapters and boards, Article XII-A  
Chapters must be identified as USA Dance and include the chapter’s number.  Article 
XII-A8 
All funds of the chapter must be maintained in bank accounts, Approved by the 
national treasurer and Include Corporate Tax ID, Article XII-A12 
 

Board of Directors and Officers 
Board members shall be elected by the voting members of the chapters every two 
years, Article XII-F1 

Officers are elected by the Board of Directors for terms not to exceed two years, 
Article XII-A2 & A4 

They shall be elected by the board of directors from among the members of the board 
at the first meeting of the board following a general election, Article XII-G 

Board of Directors will not be less than seven or more than nine voting members, 
Article XII-A1 

Board decisions are based on a majority vote when a quorum of two-thirds of all 
current board members exists, Article XII-N4, N5 & N6 

No proxy votes are allowed  

Votes between meetings allowed with a quorum by teleconference or electronic 
voting. 

Board member absenteeism, Article XII-N7 

Any board member who is absent: More than 3 consecutive months or 60% of 
total meetings of any 6 month period 

Upon a 75% vote of remaining board will be considered “resigned by absence” 

Regular Board Meeting:  Article XII-N1 

No less than four times per year 
Two weeks advance notice to all board and committee chairpersons 

Special Board Meetings:  Article XII-N2 

May be called with two days notice   
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General Meeting:  Article XII-N3 & A9 

Held each calendar year for the membership  

To inform and report to members and receive feedback 

Optional:  To hold general election 

Committees 

Members who prefer specific tasks or programs, projects of limited duration, and who 
prefer not to regularly attend board meetings will find committee positions more 
desirable than board positions. 

 

Position Descriptions for USA Dance Chapter 1025 

Dance Committee 

The Dance Committee Chairman is in charge of setting up for and cleaning up after each 
social dance.  The Dance Committee will recruit volunteers from chapter members and others 
regularly attending our dances to help as required.  Volunteers should be identified well ahead 
of the scheduled dance and should be recognized for their efforts at each dance.  Setup 
includes arranging tables, decorations and ensuring that refreshments are on hand.  
Maintaining the storage closet and supplies used at the social dances.   

The Dance Committee Chairman will identify material and decoration needs to the Board for 
authorization to expend funds.   

Music System Coordinator 

The Music System Coordinator will maintain control of the chapter’s music system 
components and insure that the system is available at chapter social dances and work with the 
Dance Committee to setup and operate the system. Also coordinate the creation of play lists 
and making copies of the play list available at each table. The Coordinator will train others in 
system operations as required to assist. It is chapter policy that the system will only be used 
for Chapter functions. 

Membership Chairman 

The Membership Chairman will work on his/her own under the direction of the Chapter 
President and be expected to keep an accurate list of chapter members that includes contact 
information. Will be responsible for mailing renewal and follow up notices, adding new 
members and updating the database as membership changes. Work with the Board plan and 
carry out programs for the solicitation of new members.  This person would be expected to 
submit an updated membership report at board meetings and maintain a selected number of 
mailing lists in support of newsletter and other Chapter mailings.  This position requires some 
computer skill. 
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Publicity Committee Chairman  

The Publicity Committee Chairman will work on his/her own under the direction of the 
Chapter President and is expected to oversee the collection, and distribution of news through 
our Newsletter,  

The committee will disseminate news about social and amateur dancing to other media, and 
prepare brochures and information about social and amateur dancing for distribution to the 
general public. 

The Committee chair or designee should visit local newspapers and be introduced to the staff 
person that would be responsible for using our Chapter information in the future.  Attempt to 
get a member to write a sequential column regarding dancing for the newspaper. 

The Publicity Committee Chairman will work with the Membership Chairman to develop 
material to aide in the recruitment of new members for membership drives and other publicity 
material. 

The committee will recognize members who volunteer, through newsletter articles or other 
press releases.  

Newsletter Editor 

The Editor will work with the Publicity Committee and oversee the editing, printing, and 
distribution of the Chapter Newsletter.  

Chapter Web Master 

The Chapter Web Master will work with the Publicity Committee Chairman and maintain a 
Chapter Web Page.  The Web Page is to provide one avenue for distributing information 
about the Chapter and the USA Dance organization. The Web Page will be used to promote 
social dancing in the local area and should be used encourage local dance instructors and 
dance related organizations to provide and input for dance events scheduled in the area. 

Hospitality Committee Chairman 

The Hospitality Committee Chairman will work on his/her own under the direction of the 
Chapter President and develop and maintain a Hospitality Program - This program is to insure 
that all members are greeted on entry to dance event or business meeting. Make an effort to 
have people attending interact with others they may not know.  Set up a Hospitality 
Committee and have the members of that committee take time to stop and talk with all 
attendees at each dance to make sure they feel welcome. This is also an opportunity to pass 
around a sign up sheet to identify volunteer options. 

Organize phone tree callers and coordinate related activities to insure that people are called to 
remind members and non-members of our upcoming dance. 

Committee members will assist in staffing the sign-in tables, greet and say "Good Night" to 
event attendees, record complaints and suggestions of attendees, etc 
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Outreach Committee Chairman 

The Outreach Committee Chairman will work on his/her own under the direction of the 
Chapter President and be expected to oversee the formation of Dance Demonstration Teams 
to provide ballroom dance demonstrations in local facilities and at special functions. Such 
demonstrations are intended to bring joy and entertainment to audience and attract the interest 
of many people to ballroom dancing and to the chapter. 

The Outreach Committee will work with the community to identify opportunities for the 
teams to perform publicly and will work closely with Membership and Publicity to derive 
maximum benefit from all performances and other public interface. 

The Outreach Committee will work with local instructors to improve the teams’ performance 
and to recruit additional members. 

Dance Education Coordinator 

The Dance Education Coordinator will work on his/her own under the direction of the 
Chapter President and be expected to oversee the development; planning, scheduling and 
conduct of a Chapter sponsored dance program. This Chapter member is responsible for the 
coordinating of an instructor, instructor salary and insuring payment from the Treasurer, 
publications related to classes – registration forms and info sheets, and venue scheduling (a 
letter containing specific dates required) and articles about classes for publication in the News 
Letter. This Chairman will be present on site to ensure proper conduct of those attending the 
classes as a student or visitor and support the instructor and students in all matters pertaining 
to dance class. 

Youth Coordinator 

The Youth Coordinator will work on his/her own under the direction of the Chapter President 
and be expected to oversee the development; planning, scheduling and conduct of a Chapter 
sponsored Youth dance program. This Chapter member is responsible for the coordinating of 
an instructor, instructor salary and insuring payment from the Treasurer, publications related 
to classes – registration forms and info sheets, and venue scheduling (a letter containing 
specific dates required) and articles about classes for publication in the News Letter. This 
Chairman or another chapter member will be present on site to ensure proper conduct of those 
attending the classes as a student or visitor and support the instructor and students in all 
matters pertaining to youth dance class.
