tables. The floor was acceptable and clean. It was generally just a Singles
Meetup for (what seemed to be an over 50's group and not swing nor ballroom
specifically). The modern popular tunes were being played though and, the
volume was good so plenty of conversation was possible. If you want ballroom
it's a "NO," if you want swing | would prefer Savannah's on Sunday by far. It's a
good avenue for the “over 50's crowd.”

e Amy’s two cents:

1. Ask yourself what kind of dances can you do?

3. Then, count to see if the tempo is suited to the dance that you think might fit. Do you
think you can dance it at that speed?

4. If yes, then, dance it!
