National Governing Body of
DanceSport by the IDSF, the US
Olympic

Committee USOC and the US
Congress. As such, USA Dance
functions

as the National Federation that
runs the National Championship
that

determines the US representatives
to IDSF World Championships. And
of

course this is the national
organization that governs our local
chapter.
