LOUISE ALFORD by Nancy Welch

Happiness for Louise Alford was having friends of all ages, and | was happy
to be one of them. Her September birthday was celebrated all month long,
going out to dinner with her many friends! Louise passed away at age 85 on
Aug 28" the same day as Loy Kolar! Long time friends Sandra Stone and
Sally Wilkinson are organizing and inviting friends to a farewell dinner.

She is pictured here enjoying a dance with Howard Horton as our chapter
gave dance demos at Tyrone Square Mall to celebrate National Ballroom
Dance Week. Her passion was TRAVEL, and she visited 80 countries at least
once. She organized dance cruises for 21 years, and escorted AFT groups on
nine trips to Thailand, China, Russia, Africa, and Australia.

She was the first woman hired by the American Federation of Teachers
(AFT) and won the admiration of the nine men who worked with her. Giving
workshops, training teachers anywhere in the world, organizing strikes, etc for
30 years took her to every major U.S. city and 18 countries. 120,000 Florida
Teachers gave her the Solidarity Award in 1990 for her steadfast leadership.

After dancing at the Coliseum, Gulfport Casino, Clearwater Annex for 42
years, Louise helped our chapter get started by throwing a party at the
Gulfport Casino Ballroom to feed 600 people. So many came that Louise
almost didn’t get in herself!

LOY KOLAR by Peter Kolar and Nancy Welch

Although we haven’t seen Loy at the dance studios recently, many of us
remember how she loved ballroom dancing. She lived to be 92, and died
peacefully at home on August 28™. Her only son, Peter, writes of her life:

Mom and Dad fled Czechoslovakia in their twenties for a brighter future away
from communism. They made it out of Europe into Australia in 1949, and in
return for their stay, worked in whatever jobs the government gave them.

After several years they received their papers to travel abroad, entering the
U.S. via Canada in 1956 and arriving in San Francisco. They called several
cities in California, Oregon, and Illinois their home, while “Flipping Houses”.

Dad did the painting inside and out, while Mom decorated inside and
landscaped outside. Dad was also a salesman. When not fixing a house, he
had guitars and just about everything else in his Chevy Impala to sell you.

After my father’s passing in Clearwater, Mom’s passion was ballroom
dancing, followed closely by traveling to other countries. She specialized
doing hostels as she enjoyed the younger crowd.

Some of her famous expressions were “I have more guts than brains, I used to
be young and beautiful and now I’m just beautiful, my life is too bitter, | need
something sweet.” She spoiled family and friends with amazing Czech recipes.
Her custom Christmas cookies were talked about constantly, and in some cases
hoarded. Her French Cognac homemade eggnog was absolutely outstanding.

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Ladies and Wendell’s Last Dance | Wendell & Gaile
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MEMORIUM WENDELL REID

A celebration of life took place Sept 1st for USA Dance member Wendell Reid, 91, where friends and family
within the ballroom dance community gathered for one more dance at 1% Dance Studio in St Petersburg. The
attendees are pictured on the opposite page.

A warm, kind gracious gentleman, Wendell was a beloved husband and father, a builder, sailor, ballroom
dancer, cyclist, and dear friend. An enthusiastic social dancer, Wendell danced several times a week for nearly
three decades in ballrooms along the Gulf Coast. The Tuesday Tea Dance at 1% Dance Studio was among his
favorites. He dressed carefully, usually in a shirt and tie, and loved complimenting his partners on their outfits
and dancing skills.

He was bitten by the dancing bug in 1988 when he and his late wife Marilyn began taking lessons in Cape
Coral. After she passed away later that year, he continued taking lessons.

Nicknamed Windy as a boy, he grew up in Phoenix and Tucson, AZ, helping his single mom support their
family. He built his own bicycles to deliver newspapers. He and his brother Richard loved camping out in the
Grand Canyon and hopping freight trains to California!

At the age of 13, Wendell began life on his own, working in the kitchen of a large resort hotel for room and
board during the depression. He earned enough money to purchase his first car, a Model A roadster, at age 15.

At the age of 17, in October 1941, he enlisted in the US Navy. In his first year of service, he saw duty as a
machinist aboard the USS Saratoga Aircraft Carrier in the battle of Guadalcanal. After training at the New
London, Ct submarine school, he served in the Pacific Theater aboard the USS Tautog, nicknamed Terrible T
for sinking so many German U-boats. He continued after the war, aboard the Sterlet and the Cusk.

A photograph of Wendell and his service mates aboard the Terrible T is on permanent exhibit at the US Navy
Submarine Force Museum in Groton, CT

Honorably discharged in 1947, he traveled across the country to Hartford, Ct where educational programs were
available to veterans.

Married and with a growing family in 1961, he founded Nutmeg Homes, a residential construction company
building more than 1500 custom homes in Hartford County until his retirement in 1978, when he and Marilyn
moved to Florida.

Inspired by a lifelong love of learning, Wendell mastered many new skills, which included learning to fly single
engine aircraft, and owning power boats and sailboats. He found adventure and tranquility cruising the
Atlantic and Florida Gulf coasts, and the Intercoastal Waterway.

He passed away peacefully August 17" at Largo Medical Center, and is survived by his loving family: Three
daughters — Leslie, Sheryl, and Pamela who is a ballroom dancer, and two sons — Kevin and Glenn. There are
five grandchildren, one great grandchild, and nephews. Burial will be a scattering of his ashes at sea with full
military honors aboard a US Navy vessel from Norfolk.

Wendell lived wholeheartedly, expecting the best while working to achieve it. He preferred to let his deeds and
accomplishments speak for themselves, believing that a higher purpose brings meaning to one’s life.

He will be missed by his friends as well as his family, but especially by Gaile Kimpel and longtime friend Janet
Springer, who is pictured at the wheel with Wendell.
